Whereas, the Government vide Resolution No.TPS 1815/CR-49/15/UD-13 dated
06.05.2015 and 04.01.2016 has issued directives under Section 154 of the Maharashtra
Regional and Town Planning Act, 1966 (hereinafter referred as “the said Act”) regarding
the procedure to be followed under Section 20 of the said Act, for making changes in the
use of land falling in the areas of sanctioned Regional Plans under the said Act in the State:

And whereas, Shri Manoj Navalray Hingorani on behalf of P.O.A holder for
Shri.Tukaram Savaleram Dabhade and others, Ranjangao Bio Projects and Infra LLP
and Fulgaon Gaware and Wagasakar Infra LLP has requested to this office vide letter
dated 20.11.2023 to delete an area admeasuring about 21.49 hectare of Mauje Nanoli tarf
Chakan, Tal. Maval, District Pune, G.No. 102P, 107,108,109 & 110; (hereinafter
referred to as "the said land") from Partly Agriculture/ No Development Zone and Partly
Afforestation Zone and include land in Industrial Zone in the said Regional Plan.

And whereas, a Notice No.R.P Pune/Mouje Nanoli tarfe Chakan/Tal Maval/
Gat.No.102P&others/JIDTP Pune/1039, dated 27.06.2024 has been published under Section
20(3) of the said Act, for inviting suggestions and objections for including the said land into
‘Industrial’ Zone and authorised the Assistant Director of Town Planning, Pune Branch,
Pune (hereinafter referred to as the "said Officer") to submit a report after giving hearing to
the suggestions /objections so received in response to the notice u/s 20(3) of the said Act, to
be published in Maharashtra Government Gazettee as well as local newspapers;

And whereas, the said Officer had submitted a report stating that all legal procedure
stipulated in the said Act had been completed and no suggestions/ objections had been
received within the stipulated period about the said modification;

And whereas, after considering the report submitted by the said Officer in its meeting
dated 05.09.2024, the Proposal Scrutiny Committee has made a decision to include the said
land into ‘Industrial Zone’ as shown on plan subject to certain conditions;

And whereas, the said land owners have paid the requisite processing fees,
advertisement charges and Premium in the Government Treasury;

Now therefore, under the powers delegated by the Government, the Joint Director of
Town Planning, Pune Division, Pune hereby sanction the modification under sub section 4
of Section 20 of the said Act and for that purpose directs that in the Schedule of



Modifications appended to the Notification dated 25.11.1997 sanctioning the said Regional
Plan, after the last entry, the following new entry shall be added;

ENTRY

In the Sanctioned Regional Plan of Pune the allocation of the area admeasuring

about 21.49 hectare in land bearing G.No.102P, 107,108,109 & 110 of Mauje Nanoli
tarfe Chakan, Tal. Maval, District Pune is changed from ‘Part Agriculture and Part
Afforestation Zone’ to ‘Industrial Zone’ as shown on the plan, subject to the following
conditions.

The terms and conditions laid down in Government Resolution dt. 06.05.2015 &
04.01.2016 are binding on the landowner/developer.

The terms and conditions prescribed by Collector, Pune, Maharashtra Jivan
Pradhikaran, Regional Division, Pune, Chief Engineer, Public Works Regional
Division, Pune, Chief Engineer, Irrigation Regional Division, Pune, Assistant
Director of Town Planning, Pune Branch, Pune vide letter dated dt.15.01.2024,
dt.09.01.2024, dt.19.01.2024, dt.09.02.2024& dt.08.02.2024, respectively shall
remain binding on the landholder/developer.

It shall be mandatory to provide 10% Amenity Space and develop it as per
permissible uses according to Industrial use as mentioned in Development Control
and Promotion Regulations of PMRDA.

The terms and conditions accepted by the applicant vide the affidavit submitted on
dated 26.10.2020 as per Annexure ‘C’ of the said Government Resolution dated
20.11.2022 shall be binding on the applicant.

The Part Plan showing the lands under the sanctioned modification shall be made

available for inspection to the general public, in the office of Assistant Director of Town
Planning, Pune Branch, Pune.
